Drive from Dehradun to Sankri

210 km 9-10 hrs TOI Sankri
Guest House

e Pickup: Dehradun Railway Station at 8:00 AM

e 210 km drive by NH 507 (9-10 hours) Altitude :
1,950m/6,400ft.

e Breakfast and lunch excluded, dinner included.

Traveler, Bolero or a similar vehicle.

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Drive from Sankri to Dharkot Village & Trek
from Dharkot to Seema

16 km | 1.5 hrs Camping

e Trek Distance: 4 km (Dharkot to Seema)

e Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Evening Tea-Snacks, Dinner

o After breakfast, embark on a journey from Sankri to Dharkot
village, passing through dense forests, water streams &
Dhatmeer village.

e Enroute, pass through the charming village of Taluka, known
for its traditional houses and dhabas offering simple and
delectable food. Upon reaching Dharkoat, take a brief rest
before commencing a 4km trek to Seema.

« Experience the diversity of mountain wildlife and bird species
during the trek, with various water streams providing fresh
drinking water. As evening approaches, reach Seema via

Gangar village and camp on a small green field, offering
breathtaking views of nature.
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Seema to Boslo

10km |7 hrs 3,250 m Camping

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Evening Tea-Snacks, Dinner

The trail passes through Osla village, which has a hanging bridge
called the Seema Bridge, used to cross the Supin River.

The village is surrounded by scenic views, including the snow-
covered mountains, Amaranth trees, and the Mt. Bandarpoonch
and Swargarohini mountain ranges.

The village has a rich mythology associated with it, including the
belief that it was home to a clan loyal to Duryodhan and a 2000-
year-old Someshwar Temple.

The hike up the hill from Osla to Kalkatidhar provides stunning
views of the Dhauladhar Range, Bugyal Devsu, and Mt. Black Peak.
Kalkatidhar is a beautiful meadow with views of the Ruinsara
Range and Kedarkantha Summit.
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Boslo to Har Ki Dun to Maninda Taal and
back to Boslo

12 km Camping

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Evening Tea-Snacks, Dinner

Start your remarkable day as you traverse the glacier basin adorned
with mountain meadows, moraines & large pine trees.

You'll initially ascend towards the Supin River and the River from the
Ruinsara Valley & panoramic views of the surrounding mountains.
The Har Ki Dun Valley is a mesmerizing destination that encapsulates
an array of natural wonders.

The final leg of the hike winds through dense forests, summit of Har
Ki Dun, Swargarohini | peak, Hata Peak, and Black Peak.

Maninda Lake awaits at an elevation of 3,970 meters within the Har
Ki Dun valley, showcasing its beauty against the backdrop of Hata
and Swargarohini mountains. After exploring the valley and creating
lasting memories, the return journey brings you to the final campsite
at Kalkattiyadhar.
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Boslo to Seema

10 km | 6-7 hrs 3,250 m Camping

The valley is such an incredible place that it becomes very
difficult for the trekkers to come back from this valley.

Right after having breakfast, you will start trekking back to
Seema early in the morning.

Night stay will be scheduled in the camp at Seema and all
trekkers will be served with dinner in the camp itself only.
Make sure to witness the sunset of mountains because this is
something you cannot miss.
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Trek from Seema to Dharkot Village &
Drive from Dharkot to Sankri base camp

4 km 16 km | 1.5 hr
